The Ahmadiyya Muslim Community is a religious
organization, international in its scope, With
branches in 206 countries in Africa, North America,
South America, Asia, Australasia, and Europe. The
Ahmadiyya Muslim Community was established in
1889 by Hadhrat Mirza Ghulam Ahmad (as)
(1835-1908) in Qadian, a small and remote village
in the Punjabi province of India. He claimed to be
the expected reformer of the latter days, the Awaited
One of world religions (The Mahdi and Messiah).
The Movement he started is an embodiment of the
benevolent message of Islam — peace, universal
brotherhood, and submission to the Will of God — in
its pristine purity. Hadhrat Ahmad (as) proclaimed
Islam as the religion of man: “The religion of the
people of the right path” (98:6).The Ahmadiyya
Muslim Community was created under divine
guidance with the objective to rejuvenate Islamic
moral and spiritual values. It encourages interfaith
dialogue, diligently defends Islam and tries to
correct misunderstandings about Islam in the West.
It advocates peace, tolerance, love and
understanding among followers of different faiths. It
firmly believes in and acts upon the Qur’anic
teaching:  “There is no  compulsion in
religion” (2:257). It strongly rejects violence and
terrorism in any form and for any reason.
After the passing of its founder, the Ahmadiyya
Muslim Community has been headed by his elected
successors. The present spiritual Head of the
Community, Hadhrat Mirza Masroor Ahmad, was
elected in 2003. His official title is Khalifatul Masih
V or Fifth Successor of the Promised Messiah
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In the name of Allah, the Gracious, the Merciful.

Allah has promised to those among you who believe and do good
works that He will surely make them Successors in the earth, as He
made Successors from among those who were before them; and
that He will surely establish for them their religion which He
has chosen for them; and that He will surely give them in
exchange security and peace after their fear: They will worship
Me, and they will not associate anything with Me.

Khilafat - The Second Manifestation of God

It is the practice of God Almighty, and since He created man on
this earth, He has been demonstrating this practice, that He
helps His messengers and grants them ascendancy. He has said
Allah has decreed: Most surely I will prevail, I and My
Messengers. Verily, Allah is Powerful, Mighty. (58:22)

Here prevail means as it is the intention of messengers and prophets that God's word

must be established on earth and no one should be able to fight it, thus God manifests

their truth with His mighty signs. The truth which they want to disseminate in the world,
He sows its seeds with their hands. But He does not accomplish it through them. Rather
He causes them to die at such time as apparently forebodes a kind of failure and thereby
provides an opportunity for the opponents to laugh at, ridicule, taunt, and reproach the
Prophets®. And after they have had their fill of ridicule and reproach, He reveals yet
another dimension of His Might and creates such means by which the objectives which
had to some extent remained incomplete are fully realized. Thus He manifests two kinds
of power:

2. Secondly at the time of the demise of the prophet when difficulties mount and the
enemy is in full might and thinks that they (the followers of the prophet) are in a
disarray and is sure that now this community will be destroyed. Even some within
the community become hesitant and their backs are broken and some unfortunates
among them even apostatize, then God manifests His strong hand of might and sus
tains the collapsing community. Thus he who shows patience till the end, watches
this divine miracle.

You should therefore, neither grieve over what I have told you (that the hour of my

demise is nigh) nor should you be heart-broken for it is mandatory that you see God's
second manifestation. The coming of that manifestation is a lot better for you because it
is eternal whose succession will not terminate till the end of days. When I go, Allah will

send to you the second manifestation and it will stay with you forever.

Answer to An Important Question about the Importance of Khilafat:

Muslim Television Ahmadiyya, telecasts a very interesting
program for our Arab brothers which is called '""Meeting With
Arabs" - Liga'a Ma'al Arab - in which Arabs seeked answers
from Hazrat Khalifatul Masih IV. Following question was [
asked by an Arab brother.

Question: In this age, the world, especially the Muslim
world direly needs the Institution of Khilafat. Whats is its
importance?

Answer: The Muslims who should have been united and be in
harmony, are divided in countless sects and divisions. It is not only in religious field but
in politics too. When there is schism, they can achieve nothing in the world, which a
united and harmonious people can do. By discord and disharmony the power of the
Muslim world has not only disintegrated, but also they are using this broken strength
against one another. When such are the conditions, the aggregate will be below zero.

The groups may be very powerful, but if they will oppose and counteract each other in
minor and major issues and remain busy in fighting, their power will be scattered and
strength broken.

This is happening in every Muslim country. Unfortunately it is being named as Jikad.
What will they gain from all this? What resources will remain for their own nation
building, defense of Islam or fighting the enemy? Therefore, it is incumbent that Muslims
should unite on the hand of One Imam. There should be one Imam of the Muslims of the
whole world. But without Khilafat, it is just impossible. Khilafat is the successor after the
prophet in the form of a person who is representing the deceased prophet and Khalifa is
the vicegerent and his subordinate. He is the central authority. This is the basic principle
of Khilafat.

Muslims do understand its need as well as importance. This need was felt after the sad
demise of the Holy Prophet (peace and blessings of Allah be on him) also. In Islam this is
quite clear like broad daylight and is a part of Islamic teaching that without unity and
harmony you cannot rightly work on the teachings of Islam. When you go to the mosque
for Namaz five times a day, there must be an Imam. Standing behind an Imam is a
demonstration of unity among people. That is why the Holy Quran especially emphasizes
the need of congregational prayer. Imam is given so much importance that if the Imam
falters, the entire congregation must follow his mistake even if they know that a mistake
has been committed. What better instance can be presented for the need of an Imam and
unity in his following? If Imam is mandatory in a small mosque, then how can the whole
of Muslims Ummah survive without an Imam.

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As far as the Ummah is concerned, there is commandment in the Holy Quran to turn their
faces towards Qiblah. For the Muslims throughout the world, there is one and only
one Qiblah. You may go anywhere in the world, the Qiblah remains the same. This is a
pointer that it is incumbent for the Muslim Ummabh that they should be united under one
Imam. Had this not been the sole purpose, there would have been no Khilafat at all
because the spiritual condition of Muslims in the days of the Holy Prophet was a
thousand times better than the Muslims of today. If they need to follow an Imam, how can
we live without an Imam today when the condition of Muslims is crying for it. This is the
answer why Khilafat is needed.

The issue is that once Khilafat is terminated, then it is not within the power of the people
to introduce it again themselves. This is a dilemma, which the Muslim world is facing
today. Khilafat starts after the passing away of the prophet and if unfortunately once it is
destroyed, it is impossible that it restarts without a prophet. As far as Muslims are
concerned, they are victims of dual issues. According to a large number of Muslims, the
chain of Khilafat ended with the Khilafat of Hazrat Ali. After him, there was no Khiafat-e
-Rashida. It was monarchy in the name of Khilafat and majority of Muslims agree that
Khilafat-e-Rashida ended after Hazrat Ali. So how can you start this Khilafat once again?
As far as Shia Imams are concerned, there is no problem for them because majority of
them believes that Imamate continued till the twelfth Imam. Some believe it up to the
sixth Imam. Some think that it is continuing till today. But majority of Muslims deprived
of the blessings of Khilafat. Even if we accept the continuity of /mamate till today, they
are unable to unite the whole Ummah on one hand. We are discussing the issue of uniting
the whole Ummah on one hand and it cannot be achieved by partial or regional Khilafat.
It can be achieved only by universal or global Khilafat, which will unite the whole
Ummabh.

Muslims believe that no prophet, of whatever category, can come now. This means that
the single avenue to open the way of Khilafat has been barred. This is the big issue, which
the Muslim Ummah is facing today.

The non-Ahmadi Ulema present the only solution of this problem and say that they also
believe in the coming of a prophet. No doubt, he will be an old prophet, but they say that
when he will come, he will be a prophet. Thus the lost Islamic Khilafat will once again be
revived by Jesus Christ of Nazareth when he will descend with his old form and body.
But the problem is that fourteen hundred years have passed, and there is no trace of
second coming of that Jesus. There is no sign visible of his descent. World conditions
have totally changed. Muslims have passed and are still passing through their worst phase
of decline. But no Jesus has descended from the sky so far.

Now, the majority of Muslims are so much frustrated that they say that he has died or is
living they are least interested. The scholars of al-Azhar University have repeatedly
expressed their well thought and considered opinion that according to the Holy Quran,
Jesus Christ has died and his second advent is absolutely impossible. It may be in their
fancies, but practically, they have completely closed this door.

No one will ever descend from skies, and this is the big and difficult problem, which the
Muslim world is facing today. With this they have not only destroyed the most important
institution like Khilafat but they have also blocked the entrance of the beginning of

Khilafat.

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SUMMARY OF FRIDAY SERMON

| by the Head of the Ahmadiyya Muslim Community August 27", 2004 |

On Friday August 27" 2004 Huzoor®™® delivered the sermon
at Hamburg, Germany. After Sura Al-Fatiha Huzoor® recited
verse 60 of Sura Al-Nisa. The meaning of which is:

O ye who believe! Obey Allah and His Messenger and those
who are in authority among you. And if you differ in anything
refer it to Allah and His Messenger, if you are believers in
Allah and the Last Day. That is best and most commendable in
the end.

The standard and speed of progress of a people is linked to the
level of obedience of those people. When ever the level of
obedience declines, so does the speed of progress. In the case
of divinely established communities, there is also a reduction
in the spiritual growth. That is why Allah has laid great stress
on the subject of obedience in the Holy Quran.

Huzoor® stated that the verse recited at the beginning of the sermon exhorts us to obey
the office holders of the community in addition to Allah and His Messenger. Some people
say that if there is a difference then one should resolve the difference according to the
Holy Quran or Ahadith. Huzoor®® said that it is not intended that every one should start
using one’s own interpretations for this purpose. One would have to refer the matter to the
experts. This is why Allah had appointed Mujaddideen (Reformers) at the head of every
century who were the authority of their time and place for interpreting the Holy Quran
and Ahadith. Similarly, The Promised Messiah® has been appointed the Hakam and Adal
and he alone has been granted full comprehension of the Holy Quran, Ahadith, and the
Sunnah of the Holy Prophet™" in this age.

We are so fortunate that we are living in this day and age where Allah has solved those
problems for us that were the cause of many disputes previously. The Promised Messiah*
has left such a vast treasure for us and also, Allah has blessed us with the system of
Khilafat. We can never thank Allah enough for this Blessing that enables us to obey
Allah and His Messenger and thereby attain a better ending. Huzoor®® advised us that we
should strive to raise the level of our obedience and this requires sacrifices and patience.
Huzoor®™™ state that it is also essential that we should obey the laws of the land where we
live so long as those laws do not clash with the practice of one’s religion as is the case in
Pakistan. If the law says that we cannot say Namaz then we cannot obey and stop praying.
Huzoor® stated that we should be steadfast in the face of trials, tribulations and maintain
our standard of obedience. This will be beneficial at the individual level and make the
community stronger as a whole.

Huzoor®™™ stated that Allah has advised us in the Holy Quran that we should Obey Allah
and His Messenger, should not quarrel with one another otherwise we will become

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cowards, and that we should be steadfast for Allah loves those who are steadfast.
Huzoor®™® stated that the Muslims of today are doing exactly the opposite and hence are so
weak despite their numbers and vast oil wealth.

This is the result of rejecting the Imam of the age.

Huzoor®™™ further illustrated the subject by narrating some Ahadith and passages from the
writings of the Promised Messiah®. Huzoor®™® stated that Satan is always trying to cause
rift among the believers. In this respect with reference to the scheme of building 100

mosques in Germany Huzoor®™ stated that some have complained about the acquisition of
large buildings while others have complained about the purchase of pre-built buildings to

be included in this number. Huzoor® stated that he is fully aware of the whole situation
and instructed those who submitted their complaints to refrain from doing so repeatedly.

This is tantamount to disobedience and impatience. Huzoor®™ stated that our task is to pay
due diligence in completing this project with prayers. Secondly, Huzoor®® stated that if
some projects, even if they are for a good cause, are started without the permission of the
Jamaat then the Jamaat or the Khalifa of the time provides no support for such projects.

Huzoor®™ appointed Ameer of Germany as the Guardian of the German branch of
Humanity First and instructed him to appoint a Chairman and three Committee Members

and to organize and operate it according to the Center’s guidelines.

In the end Huzoor™ prayed that may Allah enable us all to rise in the ranks of obedience.
Huzoor® also thanked those who worked for the success of the Jalsa Salana Germany
and prayed for them.

Huzoor said to office-holders and workers of Jama'at that they have been blessed and enabled to
serve the Jama'at merely owing to connection with Khilafat. He said it was credulous for people to
assume that their knowledge, intellect or hard work was behind any good results/success. In matters
of faith there can be no blessing at all without Khilafat as it has been historically proven. It is love
and loyalty to Khilafat that attracts God's grace and brings about good results/success because
Khilafat is a system God established.

Religious scholars should educate new comers and youngsters about true connection with Khilafat.
Office-holders are also responsible to do this, some of whom have little knowledge of religion. Some
people tell Huzoor that they hold such and such office. Huzoor tells them not say they hold such and
such office but to say they serve in such and such capacity. People should develop in righteousness
and in connecting to Khilafat. Some office-holders think it is sufficient to commemorate Khilafat
Day once a year. Huzoor also mentioned that adequate emphasis is not given to Khilafat in the
Jama'at. Since then some effort has been made but there is room for improvement.

Finally, Huzoor says that meeting in person develops personal connection and love on both sides as
well. In accordance to this, Huzoor mentions how recently hundreds of Khuddam of various ages
from Canada and USA came to meet Huzoor in London. Following the visit their feelings changed,

they expressed amazing sincerity, loyalty and commitment to bring about changes in themselves.

May God enable us to not only listen to the words of Khilafat but also practice them.

This is the teaching that the
world today is in great need of. Indeed the
world is not in need of war and
armaments! Our mosques announce that
the hearts of those who come here are free
from any thoughts of usurping rights of
others. Our mosques are a sign and a focal
point of the fact that those who come to
these mosques give every kind of sacrifice
for the rights of others. And in this regard
while they have compassion for their own,
even the enmity of the enemy does not
stop them from being just and fair! These
mosques declare that Islam is the biggest
standard-bearer of religious freedom and
for this purpose doors of our mosques are
always open. There is no restriction on
any person who worships the One God
from worshiping in these mosques,
whether he is Muslim or not. Every
Ahmadi who comes to our mosques
announces that according to the teaching
of the Holy Qur’an it is the responsibility
of every true Muslim to protect places of
worship of all religions and this is as
important for him as protection of
mosques 1is! Our mosques also draw
attention that a true believer is loyal to his
country and there are countless other
requisites that are put upon those who
truly associate themselves to mosques so
that the rights of God and mankind can be
fulfilled in the real sense.

All of the above has been enjoined in the
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Holy Qur’an and the Holy Prophet (peace
and blessings of Allah be on him)
repeatedly drew attention to it as indeed he
fulfilled rights of God and rights of
mankind and established blessed models.
History bears witness that on one occasion
when it was their prayer time, the Holy
Prophet (peace and blessings of Allah be
on him) let some visiting Christians
worship in his mosque. This is the real
teaching of Islam which the Promised
Messiah (on whom be peace) taught to
implement in this age and Huzoor gave a
few examples of it as mentioned above.
The Imam of the age instructed to spread
this teaching and had expectations of us
and said that wherever you will build
mosques with this point of view you will
open new avenues of introduction of Islam
and Tabligh. He said people will be
inclined to Islam and its beautiful teaching
will enamor them and you will grow in
numbers! And this is the objective with
which we should build mosques as indeed
we do. This is the teaching which is
broadcast by the media today and draws
people to it. The man in the street as well
as important leaders and politicians both
notice that on the one hand are extremist
groups who carry out violence and
indiscriminate murder and mayhem and on
the other hand is this Jama’at which makes
efforts for love, harmony, conciliation and
peace. On the one hand are the mosques of
the so-called Muslims where in the name
of God and His Messenger abuse and foul
sentiments are relayed and on the other
hand are mosques where only peace and
conciliation is talked about and slogan of
Love for all hatred for none is raised.
These matters attract them and they are
curious about the difference between two
kinds of Muslims. This leads them to get
information about the Jama’at on the
internet.
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Huzoor said that he had the opportunity to
meet some Irish Parliamentarians day
before yesterday. One of them said to
Huzoor that the efforts of the Ahmadiyya
Jama’at for establishing human values and
peace cannot be seen among other
Muslims. He said that he had found this
information by looking in great detail and
he wished that the Jama’at also builds a
mosque in Dublin so the love and the high
values also spread in Dublin which is his
city! Thus God leads people to look at the
other side of the picture; which is the true
and real picture of Islam as presented by
the Jama’at of the true and ardent devotee
of the Holy Prophet (peace and blessings
of Allah be on him).

We should not suffice on being delighted
at having built a mosque and the fact that
the world has seen it on MTA. A reception
will be held this evening when academics
and other guests will have the chance to
see the mosque and they will praise the
beauty of the mosque and at other times
more people from this city and other cities
may come to visit the mosque. You may
be delighted that so many people have
visited the mosque and thus you have
attained your objective. This is not so.
There are many other aspects to this which
lay a huge responsibility on you and each
Ahmadi should know how to fulfil this.
Just as Huzoor explained what our
mosques announce and declare. Otherwise
our claims will be hollow and we will be
deceiving the world; our life’s objective is
to please God and we will not be paying
attention to that.

The Quranic verse recited at the start
mentions the qualities of those who come
to mosques and populate them. This is
applicable from the Ka’ba to all those
mosques which are populated by people
who have the qualities mentioned in the
verse. Allah the Exalted states elsewhere
about those who are included in believers:
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‘...But those who believe are stronger
in their love for Allah...” (2:166) No
worldly love can control them and they
continue to spend their lives in order to
attain love of God. They do not forget love
of God to make worldly gains because love
of God demands that His commandments
are practiced, it demands that He is
worshipped. It cannot be one makes
excuses like one’s employment etc. to miss
one’s Salat and lies are told to gain
material benefit. One should stop and
reflect whether one’s love of God is more
or one’s love of worldly benefits. If love of
worldly objects is taking one away from
commandments of God, then love of the
world is gaining ground.

The Promised Messiah (on whom be
peace) said: ‘It should be known that the
sense of honour of God Almighty does not
want a believer’s love for Him to have love
of another associated with it. Belief is very
dear to us and it can only be safeguarded if
we do not associate anyone else in our love
of God.’

Every Muslim acknowledges love of God
and the Prophet and is ready to kill and get
killed for this. We will never hear a
Muslim say that he does not love God and
the Holy Prophet (peace and blessings of
Allah be on him). Yet how many abide by
the commandments of God and the
Prophet? Let’s just take Salat. We need to
reflect and see if we offer Salat with its due
requisites. Many say they offer three or
four Salat a day, many offer their Salat in
such haste it appear as if they are
unburdening themselves. Salat is source of
gaining Divine nearness and 1s an
expression of love of God. If we do not
adorn the way in which we offer it, we are
not fulfilling the requisite of our love for
God.

It is stated about those who believe that
when they are called regarding what God
and His Messenger command, they say: we
hear and we obey. We need to self-reflect

about this matter. This alone will tell us
about our condition. The Holy Qur’an has
given countless commandments which the
Promised Messiah (on whom be peace) has
referred to as 700 commandments and has
said that one who does not abide by them
is distancing himself from the Promised
Messiah. Our faith will be complete when
we will abide by all these commandments.
Verbal profession of belief in the Hereafter
is made but many among us simply pay lip
service to this. If belief in the Hereafter is
real one shuns many things. We are aware
of worldly laws and they prevent us from
doing many things. Yet we take many
wrong steps because we do not think about
the Hereafter. We offer Salat to seek
worldly objectives; we go to mosque out of
concern as to what people will say! Those
who have faith go to mosque for the sake
of God and make financial sacrifices to
attain pleasure of God and do not fear
anyone except God. Indeed, God says that
those who do not make hollow claims of
faith can witness Divine help and succor
and every way opens up for them paths of
success.

It is a favour of God on Jama’at
Ahmadiyya that He has granted it believers
who do not merely claim to have faith
rather pleasure of God is their objective
and this is the secret of the progress of the
Jama’at. In order to be part of this each one
of us needs to self-reflect at all times so
that no Ahmadi man or woman is deprived
of this blessing. Our fears should not be
about this world but should be borne of our
love of God and our aspiration not to
displease Him.

Now that this mosque is built the eyes of
the world will be on us. We should self-
reflect more than ever and should make our
utmost efforts to adapt ourselves to the
commandments of God then alone will we
be able to guide those who will be drawn
to this mosque. New avenues of Tabligh
will open as indeed they are opening.
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People will visit this mosque as people all
over the world visit our mosques. Due to
the global situation curiosity about Islam
has increased greatly. When people will see
the real picture of Islam from our practices
they will certainly be impressed. The
responsibility of those who live here has
increased. Huzoor said he was reiterating
this because now the Ahmadis of Ireland
have been given exposure. Once the Irish
Jama’at was small and no one knew about
it. Now the beautiful building of this
mosque and its high minaret is introducing
the Jama’at to the world every day. The
reception taking place this evening will
InshaAllah take this introduction to all
sections of society. Newspapers have
started writing a little about us and this
coverage will increase. The mosque will
not only garner attention from the people
of Galway, people from other cities will
also pay attention to it and when they will
get the opportunity they will also wvisit it.
This has been our experience in other
places.

Scope for Tabligh will broaden and for this
Ahmadis will have to improve their
knowledge and try to bring their practices
in line with the expectations the Promised
Messiah (on whom be peace) had of us.
These expectations are based on the
commandments of the Holy Qur’an. We
should establish such models that the world
is drawn to us. This European country is
still inclined to religion a great deal where
rich and poor all identify themselves as
Christians and consider it to be the way to
salvation with reference to Jesus (on whom
be peace). We have to tell them that
according to our teaching Jesus (on whom
be peace) was a true Prophet of God who
accomplished what God entrusted him in
an excellent manner and then departed
from this world. The One and Only God is
the source of real power and He is the Lord
of all the worlds and it was Him that Jesus
(on whom be peace) worshipped along

with his pure chaste mother. Then, in
accordance with the prophecies of earlier
Prophets the Holy Prophet (peace and
blessings of Allah be on him) came with
the complete and last Shariah. And now it
is this complete Shariah which is the
source of salvation and it is through it that
one can adorn one’s worldly life as well as
the Hereafter. However, this cannot be
attained with mere claims rather it has to
be demonstrated through our practices that
the proof of Islam as a living religion is
that in subservience of the Holy Prophet
(peace and blessings of Allah be on him)
the Promised Messiah’s advent has taken
place. He has connected us to God; the
God Who listens and accepts our prayers
and Who 1is showing His Signs in
accordance with His promise. Now a living
connection with God can only be made
through the Promised Messiah (on whom
be peace)!

Can we say all this to others without any
hesitation or will we have to think before
we utter them? Will we wonder what if the
other person challenges us on acceptance
of prayer does our condition merit
accepting such a challenge? What is our
connection with God? Are we spending our
lives in His fear and love and in
accordance with His commandments? If
not, then how can we invite others and tell
them the one who was promised to come
has arrived? Will people not ask us what
changes has the Promised Messiah brought
about in us that we are inspiring them to
bring pure changes in their lives? They can
ask us if we have forged sufficient
connection with God to be able to invite
them to this way! They can say that your
faith teaches you to fulfil the dues of God
by worshipping Him in fact the Holy
Qur’an states that worship is the objective
of life and this is why humans were
created. They can ask how many times we
offer Salat in congregation. They can tell
us that although we have built a beautiful
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mosque its real beauty is owing to the
condition of worshippers for that is what
enhances it. They can ask if we offer five
daily Prayers in the mosque. They can
question us if we fulfil the dues and rights
of mankind. The Holy Qur’an call us the
best of people who have been created for
the good of others because we enjoin good
and forbid evil. The questioner can
question us if we attain our objective
merely by enjoining good and if not then
we should first self-reflect and see if we
practice what we preach? They can ask us
that while we talk about maintaining good
conduct with relatives and people, are our
own actions in accordance with it? They
can say that we talk about honouring trusts
and pledges but do we abide by honouring
our trusts and pledges one hundred
percent? They can say that we mention
sacrifice and humility but do we
demonstrate it in our word and deed? They
can question us about our claim that Islam
teaches thinking well of others and ask if
we practice this in our daily lives? They
can say that although we say that Holy
Qur’an teaches honesty but they have
caught us telling lies for worldly benefit.
Those who are around us can very well say
this. They can ask us that you maintain that
Islam teaches repressing anger and it
teaches pardoning others but do you
practice this in your daily lives? They can
say that we tell them that the Islamic
teaching of justice is beautiful and its
standard is so high that even the enemy’s
enmity should not provoke us to injustice;
however, do we have this standard and
resolve to pardon others? They can say that
all the Quranic commandments we tell
them are very good but do we practice
them? They can say that while we
maintain about other Muslims that they
have not accepted the Promised Messiah
(on whom be peace) and this is reason they
are in the state they are in and are killing
each other and are not an illustration of: ...

tender among themselves...’ (48:30)and
are in fact the opposite of it. However, you,
who have accepted the Promised Messiah,
according to you, all your actions should
be in line with the Holy Qur’an! How else
can you invite us to a spiritual and lofty
revolutionary change? We are the same as
you? What is the difference between us?
When an Ahmadi is known as an Ahmadi
his responsibilities increase greatly. He
does not remain just an Ahmadi but
becomes a representative of the Promised
Messiah (on whom be peace) and this is
why the Promised Messiah (on whom be
peace) once said that once you are
associated with us, do not bring us in
disrepute. This is a most significant point
which every Ahmadi should keep in view
and by doing so they will become
ambassadors of Ahmadiyyat and others will
be attracted to their message. By becoming
representatives of the Promised Messiah
(on whom be peace) we would be fulfilling
the dues of Tabligh and will be helping the
world to adorn their worldly lives and their
Hereafter and we will garner God’s grace
and blessings. Great efforts need to be
made in this regard; the five daily Prayers
should be offered in congregation and in a
beautiful manner, dues of mosques should
be fulfilled, along with obligatory Prayers,
optional Prayers should be offered to forge
connection with God. There is a great need
to pay attention to fulfilling the dues of
mankind, both men and women need to
understand and appreciate their
responsibilities.

We eagerly tell the residents [of Ireland]
that we have named this mosque after
Hazrat Maryam who is very dear to them as
the mother of Jesus (on whom be peace).
However, she is not just dear to us as the
mother of Jesus (on whom be peace) but
also because God looked upon her with
love owing to her piety and righteousness
and He told believers to
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adopt qualities of Hazrat Maryam. Hazrat
Maryam protected her chastity out of fear
and love of God, she was perfectly
obedient to God and was a truthful person.
God has enjoined every true believer to
adopt the qualities of Hazrat Maryam,
which are the quality of a true believer.
Addressing girls and women Huzoor said
that if the people of Ireland only respected
Hazrat Maryam but did not try to adopt her
qualities, then this was weakness on their
part. True Muslim men and women should
try to become as truly obedient as Hazrat
Maryam was and abide by commandments
of God. One of these commandments is
that of modesty and purdah as mentioned in
the Holy Qur’an. Along with worship of
God we should also be mindful of our
modest clothing.

May God enable everyone to live their life
in accordance with His pleasure and
enable them to become true believers!
Rather than drown in worldly affairs we
should pay the dues of worship of God and
also pay each other’s dues.

The Promised Messiah (on whom be
peace) said: ‘I say truthfully that this
advent has been brought about by Allah the
Exalted for the fortunate. Blessed are those
who avail of it. Those of you who have
forged a connection with me should never
be proud and feel that you have attained
whatever you needed to attain. It is true
that compared to the rejecters who have
displeased God with their intense rejection
and contempt you are closer to being
auspicious. It is also true that by being
positive in your stance you have been
mindful of protecting yourself from the
wrath of God Almighty. However, the truth
is that you have come to the water spring
which God Almighty has created for
eternal life at this time, however, you are
yet to drink the spring water. Seek
enablement from the grace and blessings of
God Almighty to be satiated because
nothing can happen without God Almighty.
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I know for certain that whoever will drink
from this spring will not be ruined because
its water is life-giving and it saves from
ruination and protects against satanic
attacks. What is the way to satiate from this
spring? Indeed, to restore the two
obligations given to you by God Almighty
and to fulfil them. One of them is the right
of God and the other of His creation.’
Huzoor prayed that may God always
enable us to fully seek the beneficence of
this water spring and then in turn also give
its beneficence to the world.

Next Huzoor gave some facts and figures
of Maryam Mosque. Its foundation stone
was laid by Huzoor in September 2010. It
is situated in a plot a little less than three
quarters of an acre which was purchased in
2009 at a cost of €515,000 and a further
€1,100,000 was spent on the building work.
The mosque and the main hall combined
have the capacity to hold 200 worshippers
and parking facility is also available. The
location is very good, there is a close by
racecourse with horse racing tracks which
stages a festival which is attended by
40,000 people. The mosque can be seen
clearly from the racecourse and this will
increase exposure of the mosque. Maryam
Mosque is in a busy area which is passed
by hundreds of people every day. There is
a close by student accommodation and
Galway airport is ten minutes’ drive away.
Two adjoining properties were later
purchased by the Jama’at and they also
offer good accommodation. May God bless
this complex in every way and may people
of Ireland be enabled to fulfil the
obligations of the mosque. (Ameen)

Huzoors Media Interviews

A couple of days before Jumma, I asked
Ireland’s Sadr Jamaat, Dr Anwar Malik
Sahib, if there were any media outlets who
wished to interview Huzoor. He responded
by saying that there was a lot of interest but
he was not sure if Huzoor would have time
or permit interviews.

[ said that, generally speaking, Huzoor
gives times for interviews because it is a
good means of spreading the Jamaat’s
message. Upon hearing this, Sadr Sahib
said he would request Huzoor at the next
opportunity and later in the day he
mentioned that Huzoor had accepted his

Therefore, immediately after Jumma,
Huzoor returned to the hotel and

conducted interviews with RTE, Ireland’s
national broadcaster and The Irish Times,

which is Ireland’s biggest national
newspaper.
The first interview was with Mike

McCarthy from RTE National Radio.
The journalist asked Huzoor about the
conflict and violence prevalent in much of
the Muslim world today. He asked Huzoor
how he felt about the turmoil.

Huzoor responded by saying:

“Of course the current situation upsets me
because whatever is happening has nothing
to do with Islam... The Quran says that the
Holy Prophet (saw) was sent as a ‘mercy
for all of mankind’ and so how is it possible
for any true Muslim to commit such
atrocities?”

After the RTE interview, Huzoor was then
interviewed by Lorna Higgins from The
Irish Times. The journalist had listened to
Huzoor’s entire sermon and based her
questions around what she had heard
during the sermon.

She asked Huzoor why some Muslims were
being radicalised. Huzoor responded by

saying:
“Those people who are becoming
radicalised are frustrated and misguided
people.”

Huzoor said Allah had sent the Promised
Messiah to rejuvenate the true Islam.
Huzoor said:

“Today, we the Ahmadiyya Muslim
Community are following the true
teachings of Islam and each year hundreds
of thousands of people are joining our
Jamaat.”

At the end of the interview the journalist
asked Huzoor about how the Jamaat spread
its message of peace.

Huzoor said that some people considered
Ireland to be a ‘corner of the world’ and so
we were preaching our message to every
corner and every part of the world.

The journalist responded by saying that
Irish people considered Ireland to be the
‘centre of the world” and not a ‘corner’.
Upon hearing this Huzoor very beautifully
responded by saying:

“It does not matter whether it is a ‘centre’
or a ‘corner’ because we will preach
Islam’s true message of peace, love and
justice from the centre of the world to the
corners of the world and from the corners
of the world to the centre.”

Attending to the question raised by the
President of Lajna that if it would be
pertinent to hand out pamphlets at the
stalls, Huzoor (aba) cited to an incident
that took place during his visit to the
parliament, where a lady inquired Huzoor
“If your women have freedom”. While
permitting to hold the stalls, Huzoor
exhorted that some women far exceed the
limits in the name of freedom, so be
moderate, do not misuse the freedom.

Upon inquiry by Huzoor-e-Anwar (aba),
the Lajna president disclosed that total
Lajna Tajneed was 122 upon which Huzoor
(aba) remarked that it is less than a local
neighborhood and yet you find it hard to
manage.

Secretary Nasirat told that presently there
are 31 Nasirat in Jamaat. Huzoor (aba)
advised to evolve refined Nasirat to
promote them to become excellent Lajna.
Huzoor (aba) recounted that a girl in your
Nasirat class had inquired about the right
age for observing mandatory parda.
Huzoor said that if you had listened to the
sermons during Huzoor’s tour of America,
the matter had been profoundly explained.
Huzoor (aba) suggested that you should
start dressing your little girls modestly
from their tender age as to make them
accustomed to it. Had you been dressing
them 1in sleeveless and short dresses,
modesty would be hard to embrace all of a
sudden. Mothers need to be indoctrinated
to inculcate the principles of modest
costuming from an childhood.

Huzoor (aba) quoted the example of the
African women that few of them aren't
mindful of dressing themselves, but they
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cover themselves up after embracing
Ahmadiyyat and when here they are fully
dressed. However, the Pakistani women
who had been wearing burqah give it up
once they arrive in FEurope. While
addressing the Secretary Taleem, Huzoor
(aba) said “you are the only Ahmadi in
your family so what are their observations
about the Jamaat, I saw your father on
Jummah, he had listened to the Friday
sermon so what were his remarks”

She told that her parents held very good
views about Jamaat and that they listen to
sermons and many a times offered their
Friday prayer at the Mission House, in
addition to that they also watch Jalsa on
MTA and listen to speeches and participate
in the local Jalsa as well. Huzoor (aba)
asked to invite them to the fold of
Ahmadiyyat.

quarter of it. The girl told Huzoor (aba)
that she recites four pages of the Holy
Quraan daily, at which Huzoor (aba)
advised that instead of pages, The Holy
Quran should be recited in terms of Rukubh.
Huzoor e Anwar (aba) advised the parents
to let their children know what a rukuh is.
One girl stated that she studies in an all
girls school and asked if it was obligatory
to observe hijab or the veil while there.
Huzoor (aba) observed that the scarf
should be put on while you leave the
school and be mindful of purdah. Huzoor
said that if someone says that this is
tantamount to a double standard if
someone is not wearing a /scarf while at
school and wears it while out of school.
However this is not at all a double
standard, rather it is a commandment of
Allah and his Prophet (saw).

One girl asked as to why Satan was
created? Huzoor (aba) responded that
Satan was brought into existence to let you
know if you are pious or not. The presence
of evil would tell us about virtue, as they
stand distinctly opposite to each other.
Allah (swt) has determined the ways of
vice and virtue and at the same time
exhorted to adhere to the path of virtue.
However, Allah has empowered man to
choose and adopt either of them at his will
and simultaneously made it manifestly
clear that treading on the evil path would
lead to punishment and that  Allah will
admit you in his paradise as a reward for
choosing the path of virtue.

Hence only
decent dramas which contain a positive
social message can be watched and you
should have the courage to switch over to
some other channel or turn off the TV if an
inappropriate scene or advertisement
happens to come. Huzoor (aba) advised
that the foremost and most essential thing
is to watch out that prayer time may not
lapse. Offer your prayers on time, recite
the Holy Quran regularly and keep
studying some religious book without fail.
Watching dramas on TV all day, prolonged
use of internet and watching programs on
on-demand channels is not desirable and
this should not happen.

A girl asked if Hazrat Masih Maud (as)
told somebody about him being a prophet
and Mehdi, Huzoor (aba) explained that
Hazrat Masith Maud (as) declared in
writing, as well verbally proclaiming his
prophet-hood when Allah (swt) so
revealed. Unless Allah so revealed he
neither declared it in writing nor so
announced it. Huzoor (aba) added further
that Muhammad (saw) and Ahmad (saw)
were the two names of our Dear Holy
Prophet of Islam (pbuh) and the name

A few days
before her death she was found very much
concerned about the affliction of one of our
sisters in faith and enquired of me if it
would be pertinent to accommodate that
lady at her place with a possibility of
alleviating her misery. Keeping in view the
situation of the sister concerned I
suggested her to pray to Almighty Allah
for relieving her of her tribulations. She
was quite regular in offering alms and
sadqah. She was a member of orphan care
charity and donated much of her jewelry
for Maryam Shadi Fund and the
construction of mosque.

She always lent me indispensable support
in Jamaat affairs and stood by me in hour
of need and always advised me with all
sincerity, setting aside her personal
interests and always stood up for
upholding truth and justice without any
fear or favor and never choose to retreat in
difficult situations.

I miss her very much not only as a trusted
friend but also in the capacity of General
Secretary as well as Secretary Finance. Her
memories always cradle in my heart and
mind, but sometimes become
overwhelming.

Her ill health never barred her from
attending Jamaat meetings and functions.
She would often let her malady aside. She
was very popular among all Lajna
members because of her warm hearted
personality. Her character was marked by
her modesty laced with a fine sense of
humor. Nobody would feel boredom in her
company. Her light jokes during the course
of meetings would make the environment
pleasant. Whenever there was a mention of
“Nasirat” she would raise her hand to be
reckoned alike just for fun sake. Even
today we miss her company in every

meeting.

Out of the frankness she would always
address me by my name but always
observed the family in functions and
addressed me as Madam President. Rather
held me in such esteem that I sometimes
felt flustered but she would say 'here you
are our Madam President' let me continue
with it. Dr. Rubina Karim beyond a speck
of doubt was very well conversant with the
Jamaat system and was an exemplary
Ahmadi. Her oration skills won her
admiration of her audience. She would
illuminate every gathering with her
towering personality and strength of
declamation. Dr. Rubina Karim had no
blood relations in Ireland yet everybody
owned her. Her eternal parting left us all
feeling mournful and desolate. May her
soul rest in eternal peace. Time would pass
leaving her memories alive in our hearts
forever.

Dr. Rubina Karim was terminally ill but
she endured it with bravery and courage.
Scarcity of words to express my
overwhelming feelings reminds me of my
inability to encompass the degree of
affection and devotion of my beloved sister
yet I am trying my level best, with my
inadequate writing skills to bring into lime
light some lustrous aspects of her graceful
persona as to justify my claim of our
devoted friendship.

She was reluctant to share her diagnosis
even with close friends lest they be
worried, she later disclosed it to us but
quite resistantly as not to make us feel
concerned. She would always request for
prayers and never uttered a word of
thanklessness. She and her husband were
both physicians and were knowledgeable
of her medical condition and realized that
much time is not left with her, yet she
never revealed it to us, albeit she always
submitted to the will of God with the
expression of thankfulness and would
always solace me that she would get well
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soon and be actively helping with the
Jamaat affairs again . Her deteriorating
health did not allow her to attend the Jalsa
Salana Ireland 2014. Later when I told her
that I missed her there a lot, she exclaimed
that next year you will find me next to you.
God knows if she was just condoling me or
was actually hopeful because I never heard
a word of despair from her. Realizing the
fatality of her illness I was also waiting for
a miracle. Her words of hope always
inspired my optimism that she would
recover soon. We often heard that people
with strong will power prevail lethal
illness. I had the firm belief that the
earnest prayers of her loved ones and
invocation of sincere prayers by the Khalifa
of the time would earn her divine miracle
of perfect healing, but the will of God was
working the other way round.

I have the unswerving belief that all these
prayers won’t go unheeded and All Mighty
Allah will accept them in one way or other
in favor of Dr. Rubina Karim and her
family. (Insha Allah Taala)

Ever since Dr. Rubina Karim became
cognizant of her medical conditions she
had been writing letters to his Holiness
Khalifa-tul-Masih without fail. On the
occasion of her meeting, Huzoor-e-Anwar
advised her to administer (Suchi booti)
“The healing herb”. In compliance she
urgently managed to arrange for the suchi
booti “The healing herb” from Rabwah,
Pakistan and started to use it in prescribed
manner regularly. When chemotherapy
procedures started, every time she went for
its administration she would request to pray
that Allah may instill every drop of it with
perfect healing properties, and on her way
back from hospital, would assuredly,
via telephone intimate me of her
well-being. She would repeatedly observe
that it was by special grace of Almighty
Allah that she was undergoing much
lower intensity of pain in comparison to the
patients receiving the chemotherapy. As

reports on her medical condition slightly
improved on completion of the first course
of chemotherapy, she happily attributed it
to the acceptance of prayers of Khalifa tul
Masih, her loved ones and the healing
effect of the suchi booti and thereafter
busied herself fervently with the Jamaat
activities for next six months. She
personally attended to the Meena Bazaar
full time in June 2014, in a state of good
health. No one could then tell that this
smiling face would part with us eternally
just within three months time. The historic
visit to Ireland of our dear Khalifa tul
Masih V (atba) was expected in September
and Dr. Rubina was anxiously waiting for
this tour. She was very pleased that her
accommodation was booked in the same
Hotel in Galway, where Huzoor-e-Anwar
(atba) was scheduled to stay. She would
repeatedly state joyfully that she would
conveniently avail the opportunity to say
her prayers behind Khalifa tul Masih (atba)
and would avail the chance to mostly stay
in close proximity of Huzoor (atba). She
would regularly send her children to the
Mission House for their preparation to
participate in the class with Huzoor (atba).
She was grateful to Shazia Sahiba (Editor
Maryam Magazine) for coaching her
children for recitation of Qasida. It was her
earnest desire that her children should
partake in the class in one way or the other
but the will of Almighty Allah was to
happen differently. The intensity of her
sickness did not allow her to attend the
inauguration ceremony of Maryam Mosque
Galway and her children had to miss the
class because of their mother's declining
health.

Since Huzoor-e-Anwar (atba) had to leave
for Galway to inaugurate Maryam Mosque
there, I had to accompany the entourage
alongside Aapa Jan to Galway on 23rd of
September, in the line of my duties but
thoughts of my dear sister Dr. Rubina in
Dublin who was fighting for her life with
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her fatal illness, never left me alone.

She always reminded me to make her stay
next to me while meeting Huzoor e Anwar
(atba) during the meeting of Lajna Imaillah
as to seek the blessings of nearness to His
Holiness. Perhaps she was skeptical of my
permitting her participation in the meeting
because of her ailment, but I had no such
intentions. It was upon culmination of our
meeting with Huzoor e Anwar (atba) on
27™ of September that we got the news of
her sad demise.

Being aware of Dr. Rubina's failing health,
all of us the members of Majlis e Amla
were trying to mask our emotions so that
our meeting with Huzoor-e-Anwar may go
well. As soon as the meeting was over |
made my way to the adjoining room where
Lajna members were sitting in the
company of Aapa Jan, who intimated us of
the sad news of the death of Dr. Rubina.
Every one including myself was dumb
founded on hearing the shocking news as it
was beyond our imagination that she
would leave us so early.

Impermanence of this transient world is
best known to us but I am still not sure of
her death. It seems as if she will just turn
up from somewhere or I may receive her
call any moment. Memories of her perturb
me too much.

She had a cordial attachment and loyal
affinity with Khilafat. It was perhaps for
this reason that she breathed her last
during the visit of Ireland of Huzoor e
Anwar (atba)

She was admitted to the hospital on 22
September 2014,the day Huzoor e Anwar
(atba) arrived in connection with the
inauguration of Maryam Mosque in
Galway.

She took short leave from the hospital and
came on wheel chair to see Huzoor-e-
Anwar (atba), she brought with her a
bottle of honey to get it anointed with the
intention that its use may bless her with
miraculous healing. Before leaving back

for hospital she also was blessed with
meeting Aapa Jan.

The next morning she texted me that read
“My meeting with Huzoor e Anwar (atba)
went very well. Thank God Huzoor (atba)
put his affectionate hand on the head of a
desolate person like me, that will get me
divine blessings by the grace of God”. Dr.
Rubina was lucky in the way that she not
only gathered the blessings of seeing and
meeting Huzoor (atba) but also left this
world adormed in the protective prayers of
His Holiness.

During this visit Aapa Jan would enquire
of me about the health condition of
Dr. Rubina every time I would meet her.
One day I implored Aapa Jan to
remind Huzoor to remember Dr. Rubina in
the prayers upon which she smiled and
said that Huzoor e Anwar (atba) himself
repeatedly asked me to keep praying for
her. It made me deeply relieved that our
spiritual patron was concerned about our
dear sister so much. It was during our stay
in Galway in connection with the visit of
Huzoor e Anwar (atba) on 27" September
that our dear sister Dr. Rubina departed
this life to meet her Creator.

Next day Huzoor-e-Anwar (atba) enquired
of me that who was looking after the
children of Dr. Robina upon which I told
that her sisters were there to look after her
and that President Lajna East region has
also been sent back, Huzoor-e-Anwar
(atba) expressed his satisfaction and
instructed that her children are to be
properly taken care of. How lucky was Dr.
Rubina Karim that she passed away under
the caring of Huzoor e Anwar (atba) and
her children attracted the kind attention of
him. Upon Huzoor's return to Dublin on
28" September, he called upon her
husband and children and not only did he
embrace them and offered his condolence
but also treated children with love and
affection. Aapa Jaan also shared her
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feelings of fondness with the children.
Huzoor e Anwar not only spoke words of
appreciation for Dr. Rubina in his Friday
sermon on 13" October but also lead her
funeral prayer. As a matter of fact, the
expression of words of appreciation for Dr
Rubina in the Friday sermon by his
holiness (atba) 1s a matter of great
recompense which was heard by the whole
world .

Although her terminal illness deprived her
of the participation of programs with
Huzoor-e-Anwar (atba) but while leaving
this world accumulated countless favors
and blessings. It seldom happens that
someone’s coffin is brought from a foreign
land and Huzoor e Anwar (atba) besides
leading her funeral prayer paid tributes to
her in the Friday sermon. May Allah exalt
her station further. Ameen.

Dr. Rubina will be long adored by virtue of
her traits of affections and loveable
memories. In herself she was a treasure of
virtuosity. Her good deeds would always
stay obscure from the public eye in line
with the Islamic maxim “give alms with
the right hand with the left hand unaware
of 1it”. Well, my article would seem
incomplete without the mention of a few of
her qualities her characteristics.

Being a Doctor by profession, she always
extended a hand of support to all the sisters
of Jamaat Ireland. If any sister would call
her in the small hours of the night she
would attend to her call cheerfully, listened
to the problem attentively and advise her
with care. She would often visit them at
their respective abode in the company of
her husband as to deliver them the
medicines, enquire their well-being over
the phone and would never be satisfied till
she reached a satisfactory response from
them.

But at her end, even ill health could not
discourage her from rendering public
service. She was a true benefactress and
would help others without hurting their

feelings of self-dignity.

She was very hospitable and would insist
everyone who visited her house to share
food with her. She was naturally gifted
with a tasty touch. Her dishes of Pickled
meat and vermicelli’s pudding were highly
acclaimed in the circle of Jamaat.
Whenever her savory cuisine would attract
appreciation she humbly remarked that it
was you who coached me to cook that way.
It was for quite a long time that the
arrangements for offering the Jummah
prayers were being made at her residence
and she would love to serve delicious food
or at least elaborate tea to every participant
without fail when the prayers were over.
On the eve of National Ijtimah Lajna
Ireland for the year 2013 Mrs. Nasira
Rehman Sahiba, President Lajna Amaullah
UK, accompanied by her General Secretary
Mrs. Talat Saqi Sahiba visited Ireland
representing the Centre. Dr. Rubina was
unable to attend the gathering owing to her
illness which made her feel mortified. I
received her phone call a few days earlier
expressing her intentions to entertain the
guests at her lodging for breakfast, as to
amass the blessings of the gathering to
some degree by serving them and she
highly appreciated my acquiescence to her
proposal. Whenever she happened to visit
some patient or someone in distress she
would always carry food with her for the
family for this very purpose.

She looked after my children like a mother
during my week-long visit to Saudi Arabia
to perform Umra accompanied by my
husband. She would frequently call my
daughter to enquire the well-being of my
children and cook the food of their choice
at my home while visiting them. She would
always tidy up the kitchen before leaving
despite being verbally staved off by my
daughter. She also kept us posted with their
wellness via the telephone.

She vehemently acted upon the prophetic
advice of Hadhrat Muhammad (saw) to
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believers to exchange gifts with one
another as it enhances mutual love.

I can not recall any household frequented
by her which does not have a present from
her. I also possess a heap of gifts received
from her at my place in addition to her
countless prayers that keep her sweet
memories always afresh in my heart and
mind. Even while departing she managed
to leave some gifts for my mother, my
daughter and myself which were delivered
to us by her sister Uzma after her sad
demise. Her sister told us that Dr. Robina
purchased these gifts herself for us to
present them on the occasion of Eid but she
passed away just a week before it.

She would make special arrangements for
the day of Jummah. Acting upon the
Sunnah of Hadhrat Muhammad (saw) she
would take a bath on the day and initiate
donning her new dress for the Jummah
prayer. If she failed to go to the Mission
House due to any cogent reason she would
put on her new dress and offer her Jummah
prayer at home.

She would always fast on the birthday of
her children as well as that of her husband
and on the day of her marriage anniversary
and her failure to observe it for any reason
would make her sad. This very peculiar
way of celebrating birthday by her, always
attracted my approval.

She had full faith in Almighty Allah and
exclusive reliance on His sovereignty. She
absorbed herself in the prayers and
remembrance of Allah to such a degree that
it seemed as if she had renounced the
world altogether. She never missed
observance of her prayers till she breathed
her last. In her very last days she trusted in
me repeatedly that she has lost her interest
in worldly things. I wish to dedicate the
whole days and nights for the
remembrance of my Allah without being
disturbed for a while but would
simultaneously ask me if I could via the
telephone or in person assign her, without

any hesitation, any such duty, that she
could discharge whilst staying at her home,
during Huzoor e Anwar (atba) visit. It was
due to this reason that till her last moments
I kept seeking her advice in Jamaat affairs.
The wisdom of her advice always bore best
results. As long as she was in good health,
I always found her ready to join me on
Jamaat tours, when no one else was
around. We undertook many journeys
together. She also used to represent those
secretaries, who were unable to undertake
the journey for one reason or the other with
such a zeal and competency as if it were
her own department. In addition to her own
portfolio while visiting other regions. Her
eloquence would make everyone fond of
her.

She kept discharging her responsibilities as
Secretary Finance very well till the last
moments of her life. When I visited her last
on 19th of September at her residence, she
could neither come to the entrance to
receive me nor bid me fare well due to her
infirmity which was unusual of her and
while meeting she said to me very
dejectedly and faintly, “Sorry Tayabba I am
unable to get up” Because it was
customary for her to personally receive me
and say farewell to me.

She had perhaps realized that day that she
is left with very little time therefore she
handed over to me all contributed money
along with the relevant record.

She had been acting as the Secretary
Finance for the last 11years for which she
had maintained the written record, that she
handed over to me with brief explanation.
It was on 20" September that she was
admitted to hospital. Her husband later
disclosed to me that while in hospital she
kept preparing the annual report. This
would mean that she was so concerned
about the Jamaat affairs that she finalized
the Annual Financial Report altogether
negating her pain and tribulations.

Dr Rubina would always remain concerned
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about the noble and religious upbringing
and training that she would request us to
pray that her children may become stable
in their conduct, Allah may hold them firm
on “trust” and keep them

Connected with Khilafat. Dr Rubina Had
developed a special connection of empathy
and devotion. She would ring to enquire
about my well being and would request for
very special prayers for her children and
would often remind me to request aunty
(my mother) for prayers. She thought the
world of her children. While mentioning
both of her sons Basit and Ibrahim, her
eyes would sparkle with the tears of love.
She justified the status of motherliness.
She showered all the flowers of affection
on her children.

Not only was she concerned about their
grooming on religious lines but adored and
looked up to them.

While referring to Dr. Rubina in the Friday
sermon Huzoor-e-Anwar (atba) stated
“With all the effort she managed to see me,
her children are of very tender age, her
only worry was that her young ones may
not be soiled in this environment”.

During her illness she would ask for this
prayer “May Allah let me see my children’
happiness. It was her earnest desire that
these two young mujahid of Waqf e Nau
would qualify from Jamia to become
Murrabiyan. 1 pray to Allah the Almighty
that He may grant strength to both of her
children to fulfil her wish and thus serve
the religion of Islam in such an intensive
manner their mother prayed for. Ameen.
O God cast a gaze of mercy on them,
always descend peace upon their children
and protect them against all worries.

Dr. Rubina had a special relation of loyalty
and obedience with her husband. She
would never act against his will. She would
most often say, “I will finalize it after
consultation with Munim.” Dr. Munim also
stood by his pious wife in pursuit of every
noble cause be it related to Jamaat or other

Dr. Rubina would speak about her parents
and siblings in such a loving manner that
her cordial devotion would further enrich
her articulateness. She was always
concerned about the health of Baji
Ghazala. She held Mubaraka aapi in the
mother like high esteem and it is beyond a
speck of doubt that Mubaraka Aapi looked
after her sister in a real motherly way. She
would come from Pakistan and take care of
her for months and look after her house
and children. This was a task that can only
be expected of a mother-like person alone.
Her sister Uzma who is one and a half year
older than Dr. Rubina also helped her a lot.
She would leave her children in London
and would come to Ireland to look after her
sister. May Allah grant them good reward
and give them courage and patience to
come to terms with the loss of their dear
sister. Ameen.

We never thought of enduring the grief of
Dr. Rubina Karim's death. Love and mercy
of Allah the Almighty covered her in such
an enviable manner that we are left with no
logic to contest. As a matter of fact protest
has no place in the matters of divinity.

It is very difficult to recall memories of
your loved ones that are no longer with
you. [ have been trying to write about
Rubina but whenever I think about the
time we spent together, I get so emotional
that it gets extremely difficult for me to
concentrate. We were very close to each
other and I found her different from others
for a number of reasons. Rubina was a
very loving, caring, warm-hearted, pious,
respectful, honest, trustworthy and sincere
individual. From the very first day I met
her, our friendship grew stronger everyday
and from the first time I met her till the day
she passed away there was a special bond
between us; a bond that cannot be
explained in words.

In 2001, T had recently moved to Ireland
after my wedding and my husband and 1
were traveling to Castlebar. It was during
this trip that I first met Rubina. As such,
she was the first Ahmadi lady I met in
Ireland. 1 was deeply impressed by her
loving nature. She made lunch for us and
also gave me a wedding gift. I was new in
Ireland and didn’t know much about the
stores for shopping. She suggested
“Marks” in the “Liffey Valley” shopping
center. She and her husband were so
caring that they actually drove us to the
mall. My husband and I invited them to
visit us in Castle bar. A few months later
they visited us and spent a weekend at our
place. Rubina and I stayed in touch via
phone and, whenever I came to Dublin, we
made sure to meet each other. It is quite
difficult to adjust to a new environment
after marriage especially in a foreign
country. I am so lucky that I found Rubina
as my friend who was always there for me.
This helped me a lot to get used to the new
environment. Whenever I needed a friend,

she was always there.

Rubina was very thoughtful and very
caring and was always ready to help. I
often observed her talking to other Lajna
Members who would discuss their
problems with her. She was very kind and
always suggested possible solutions. She
was very helpful to others and always
provided assistance discreetly. Whenever |
discussed something with her, she would
always give me her honest opinion. She
was a very smart woman with a sharp
mind. There was never a need to repeat
things to her nor would she argue.
Whenever I would discuss any matter with
her, I would ask her “Have you understood
what I am trying to say?” To this she
would reply “Nudrat I have understood the
point”. Here I would also mention that she
had a remarkable sense of humor and I
loved her company. I will miss her so
much.

Rubina was very humble. Whenever she
would ask my opinion on a matter, she
would become so grateful and always
expressed appreciation for giving good
advice. She always said ‘thank you’ for
very small favors and when I would tell
her not to say that again and again, she
would tell me that “he who is not thankful
to his fellow beings is not thankful to
Allah”. In contrast, I recall that whenever
I would thank her for her kindness and
love she would always stop me from
speaking any further and tell me that if I
would speak any more she will be angry.
My dear friend was very down to earth, she
praised others with an open heart but will
not let anyone praise her and she never
expected any appreciation.

My friend was very soft-hearted and kind.
A few months back I visited her house in
the morning. Her cleaning lady was there.
When it was almost time for the cleaning
lady to leave, I saw Rubina fixing an
omelet sandwich. It turned out that
Rubina’s cleaning lady likes omelet so
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every Tuesday Rubina would make omelet
for breakfast and save it for her cleaning
lady. On that particular occasion, the
cleaning lady was not done with her work
but Rubina didn’t care about that. She
asked her to sit down and eat her sandwich
first. 1 was very impressed by Rubina’s
kind treatment. On another occasion, I
visited Rubina with my twins and my child
minder. Rubina made sure that we all sat
together and made tea for all of us. We
had a good chat. My child minder was
really impressed with Rubina’s hospitality
and good nature. At the time, she didn’t
know about Rubina’s illness but later I told
her and she would always ask about her
health.

My children were very fond of Rubina.
She always treated them as her own
children. Whenever we met, she would
come to them, made sure that they said
salam and always hugged them and
inquired about their well-bieng. My
youngest son Nauman used to call her
‘khala’.  He often demanded to go to
khala’s house and once in her house always
refused to return home. Rubina loved
Nauman a lot and she would never say no
to him. When I attended meetings with my
twins, she knew that my hands were full.
She would always bring me tea along with
a plate of snacks. In 2012, my daughter
Sabaha was very sick and the doctors were
running tests on her. I was very emotional
and the first person I could think of calling
was Rubina. She was very supportive and
asked me to be strong and have faith in
Allah. She assured me that inshaAllah
everything will be fine. Whenever I think
of Rubina, her smiling face comes to my
mind.

Rubina was a very sensitive and caring
person. She did not want her loved ones to
be worried about her and for this reason
she went through all the pain herself. It
was only when the deadly disease came
back and had spread she told a few close

friends. 1 came to know of her illness in
early 2013 but I can say for sure that she
had been sick for some time before that
and she went through all the pain herself
without mentioning anything even to her
family.

Sometimes, we take Allah’s favors for
granted and complain when Allah tries us.
However, Rubina’s patience and her
gratitude to Allah the Almighty was
exemplary. She showed great courage and
tolerance and fought her disease with
immense will power. I don’t recall Rubina
ever uttering a single word of complaint
about her condition. Of course, there were
times when she would get upset. However,
her concerns were that of a mother; she
worried about her children growing up in
this environment. She feared that they are
very young and needed her love. Once,
she asked me to pray that Allah gives her
some time. She then told me that she had
left everything in the hands of the
Almighty and she had resigned to the will
of Allah.

There is another quality of my good friend
which I feel is worth mentioning and it is
the respect she held for Nizame Jamaat.
Although we were family friends, but after
my husband became the National President
of Jamaat Ireland I witnessed a marked
difference in the way Rubina treated him.
I used to tell Rubina to stop being formal
but her response was that “he is our Ameer
sahib now”. During the time that she was
going through treatment, she would text
me before each session with a request of
prayers and without fail asked me to
remind “Ameer sahib” as well. Once she
was visiting me and she asked me to get
Ameer sahib’s advice on some finance
related Lajna matter. When I relayed his
advice to Rubina she said that now that the
Ameer sahib has opined on this issue there
can be no further arguments and, as such,
considered the matter settled.

Rubina had great love and respect for the
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institution of Khilafat. A week before
Huzoor’s arrival in Ireland, I was in Dublin
for a National Amla meeting yet Rubina
was too weak to attend. However, I could
not even imagine going to Dublin without
paying a visit to my friend. As such, |
decided to stop by at her house for a few
minutes. Rubina was lying on the sofa and
was very happy to see me. Whenever |
visited her, I always kept myself composed
and tried to appear in high spirits to boost
her morale. However, that evening I
couldn’t hold back my tears, she
apologized for making me worried and
tried to assure me that she will be fine.
Her sister Mubaraka baji told me that
Rubina is insisting that she will travel to
Galway for the inauguration of Maryam
Mosque. I told Rubina that she will be able
to have a Mulaqat in Dublin and advised
her to avoid travel. At this Rubina looked
disappointed. However, I told her that we
love her and need her to take care of
herself.

Rubina was hospitalized on Saturday 20th
September 2014 just two days before
Huzoor’s arrival in Ireland. She called me
and asked me to visit and I did. This was
exactly one week before her death. Rubina
told me that the doctors aren’t letting her
go home. I was concerned whether in her
weakened state she would be able to
manage having her Mulaqat with Huzoor
(aba). As I broached the subject, her
zealous reply was “l have to come for
mulaqaat, I have to meet Huzoor (aba), no
matter what happens, even if [ have to
come in an ambulance I will come”. 1 was
stunned at her resolve. Rubina had been
eagerly waiting for this moment. She had
been praying to Allah to give her the
strength to stand on her feet and be able to
not only meet Huzoor), but also to see the
opening of our first Mosque in Ireland.

I had been visiting her all summer,
sometimes twice a week, and was aware
that her health was deteriorating each day.

However, Rubina was a very brave soul
and she mustered the strength to come for
mulaqat on a wheelchair. I know she never
wanted anyone to see her in such a state
but her desire to meet with her beloved
Master (aba) was much greater than the
thought that people may ask what had
happened to her, why is she on a wheel-
chair, why is she wearing an oxygen mask
etc. She had texted me before her arrival
to make sure no one hugs her as she was
feeling allergic to the smell of perfume.
When [ took her wheelchair from her
husband 1 signaled the ladies sitting there
to stay quiet and not to ask any questions.
After meeting with Huzoor, Rubina
expressed her wish to meet with Apa Jaan
and waited patiently for over half an hour
for that meeting. My heart ached to see
Rubina in her weakened state but I was
also very proud of her resilience.

Being a National Amla member and wife
of Ameer sabib Ireland, I had to fulfill the
responsibilities given to me during
Huzoor’s tour in Ireland. As such, the next
day I left for Galway leaving my dear
friend behind.

While in Galway my husband stayed in
touch with Rubina’s husband. Huzoor was
given daily updates regarding Rubina’s.
My husband also requested Huzoor for
prayers Rubina before each Namaz. As
such, although Rubina was not with us in
Galway, she was in our thoughts and was
very lucky to be a recipient of Huzoor’s
prayers.

On Saturday 27" September as I was
walking to the room in which Huzoor had
to come for a meeting with National Amla
Lajna Imaillah, I heard my phone ringing.
It was Rubina’s oldest son Basit. He told
me that his ammi doesn’t have much time
left. 1 was distraught but had to compose
myself for the meeting. The sad news of
Rubina’s death came right after our
meeting with Huzoor ended. All of us
have heard the kind words that Huzoor
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spoke about her in his Friday sermon
delivered on 3™ October 2014, Huzoor said
in part:

She was a most hospitable person who was
regular in offering her Prayers, was
prayerful and sociable. She had a very
patient and grateful nature and was at the
forefront of financial sacrifices. She was a
very virtuous, sincere lady. She had
suffered from cancer for quite a while but
had remained extremely steadfast.

She was very fortunate that her funeral
prayer was led by Ameer ul Momineen.
What more can one ask for? I pray to Allah
the Almighty that He raises her status in the
hereafter and protects her children and
enables them to have a strong relationship
with the Jamaat and the institution of
Khilafat. Ameen.

I chose the title of this article “My Role
Model” because I had a chance to serve the
Jamaat as her assistant Gen Secretary. She
used to explain every minor detail to me,
making it easier for me to work. I
remember when I first wrote the National
Amla minutes and sent it to her she
responded to me by personally calling me
and appreciating my little effort as if [ had
done a great job. She never said to me that
you’ve done this wrong or incorrect but
always replied in a polite tone that you’ve
done a good job, it’s just that [’ve made a
few minor changes. I used to call her for
directions while travelling to Cork and
Galway with Sadar Sahiba, and she was
always there to guide me.

I remember when as National Secretary
Tarbiyyat I was going to hold the first
National Tarbiyyat Class in May 2014, 1
had cold sweats and panic attacks but
despite her falling health she called me
twice the day before the class to reassure
me her support and boost my confidence.
During the Class 1 asked Sadar Sahiba to
ring Her and request her on my behalf to
come early, I knew this has childish but
deep in my heart I had a feeling that in her
presence I’d do well. She entered the hall
with a beautiful re-assuring smile, made
her way to the sitting area waving to me
and nodding as if all’s going to be well.
When I finished my presentation she gave
me a “Thumb Up sign”, I approached to
meet her and she kissed on back of my
hand saying “Bachay” (dear) keep it up.

I would always cherish her memories in
my heart, she was a lady with a golden
heart, and she used to help every single
Lajna in one way or another. Whether

helping them in medical matters or just to
listen to their problem and pray for them.
She used to say to me that whenever I see
Auntie (my Mother) I feel as if she’s my
own mother.

She was an
Iron lady fighting with the deadly disease
so courageously that the majority of people
were unaware of her illness. She even
checked the reports just 13 days before her
death.

No certainly not she was among the
chosen ones, who dedicated every breath
of her life for Jamaat.

The news that we might lose over beloved
Dr Rubina in a fortnight struck me like
lightning. I was in a state of denial, how
could that be??? She was so anxiously
waiting for the Blessed tour of Huzoor
(atba), was preparing her children for the
class. But destiny had its own part to play
beyond our imaginations.

[ was sitting beside Mrs Nudrat Malik
Sahiba in Mariyam Mosque on the day of
Inauguration by Huzoor (atba) when she
broke the news that our Rubina is almost
gone, I can’t express how bewildered I felt
at that time.

The news of her Soul’s departure from this
world was revealed to us at the very time of
our National Amla Meeting with Huzoor

So though these incidents may
seem very minor and meagre yet they portray
that she was certainly a person who gave
preference to religion over worldly matters
and she was certainly amongst those mothers
about whom the Holy Prophet™" bequeathed
the glad tidings of ‘paradise lies beneath the
feet of your mothers’.

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CARAMEL SQUARES

( By Fareeha Aleem Dublin Jamaat)

Ingredients:

FOR THE SHORTBREAD

1759 Butter (unsalted)

75g Unrefined golden caster sugar
225g Plain white flour

2tsp Sea salt

FOR THE CARAMEL

225¢g Butter (unsalted)
397g Condensed milk tin
4tbsp Golden syrup

1tsp Seasalt

FOR THE TOPPING

350g Milk chocolate
100g Dark chocolate

The Method:

1. Preheat the oven to 180°C (fan 160°C, gas mark 4). Grease and line a 20cm
baking tin.

2. Rub the butter, sugar and flour together in a bowl and make a rough dough for the
shortbread. Press the dough into the cake tin and prick all over with a fork.

3. Bake the dough in the oven for 5 minutes and then reduce to 150°C (fan 130°C,
gas mark 2) and bake for a further 35 minutes. Once cooked, allow to cool in the
tin. Sprinkle with sea salt.

4. Place all the ingredients for the caramel in a saucepan and bring to boil, then
simmer for 10 minutes until it begins to thicken (KEEP STIRRING!). Pour the
caramel onto the shortbread and allow to chill in the fridge until the caramel has
hardened slightly.

5. Melt the milk and dark chocolate separately in separate bowls over simmering
water. Once melted, pour the milk chocolate over the caramel and smooth using
palette knife, then drizzle the dark chocolate in rows over the milk chocolate.

6. Chill in fridge again until chocolate has set and cut into 12 squares.
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
